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In Christ, We are Bread for one another:

Broken... we gather.
Nourished... we reach out.

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Today’s Gospel tells of our Lord experiencing temptation. We all know what
temptation is like. It comes in many forms.

Some temptations are big, like those related to money and power. Others may
be more subtle, like those related to our cultural surroundings. We can be
seduced by slogans, songs and advertisements. “How can it be wrong when it
feels so right?” or “Whether I’'m wrong or whether I'm right, | gotta be me” or
“What happens in Vegas, stays in Vegas” or “Winning is everything...” These
temptations may diminish our fidelity to Christ and our commitments to others.

Dishonesty can disguise itself as “smart business dealings.” Marital infidelity will
call itself an “open marriage.” Gossip is passed along as “concern for a friend”
and the need to share it “to bring awareness.” An abusive temper can be
excused as “strategic or righteous indignation,” or “strong leadership quality...”

The best way of truly being ourselves is to be grounded in what is true and
morally right. That is the person God created us to be. In order to counteract
temptations, we are given the corrective and therapeutic season of Lent with its
effective medicines of fasting, prayer and almsgiving.

1. Fasting is the great exercising field for our willpower. We are accustomed to
satisfying every urge we have. Self-control must be learned. Our culture suggests
that self-denial is a kind of sin. Fasting teaches us that control of the heart begins
with control of the body. Fasting and abstinence will teach us a great deal about
ourselves and will make us strong.

2. Prayer is one of the practices we all agree we should do, but we often don’t
have time for it. We occupy our time with activities of much lesser importance.
We are experts at episodic brief moments of prayer, or even emergency
spirituality, but not a life of communion with God. Prayer is energy for the soul.
Sometimes, we may say that our whole day is prayer. But it cannot be unless we
know how to pray alone.

3. Almsgiving is the practice of sharing our prosperity with others. It is one
concrete measure of our commitment to Christ and His Church. In fact, the way
we spend our money will tell the real story of our priorities.

Temptations will be with us for our entire life, like the danger of infection. They
change and mutate like the seasonal flu. We can take the spiritual antibiotics of
fasting, prayer and almsgiving. Lent is a time to take corrective measures to
restore our spiritual health.

We need to take care of our soul; it is the
only soul we will ever have. Society will not
do it for us.
