What do you bring to Mass today? What are your joys, sorrows, problems, 
quesƟons, graƟtudes, hopes, expectaƟons or fears? All of these aspects of life 
form both our personal reality and the context that we bring to Mass. When 
studying theology, teachers emphasize the importance of context.  
 

In today's Gospel about the TransfiguraƟon, the context is important. Jesus has 
sent out the Twelve and has fed 5,000 people. He asks, “Who do you say that I 
am?” Jesus has already made the first prophecy of the Passion. Then comes the 
TransfiguraƟon. AŌer the TransfiguraƟon, there is an argument about who is the 
greatest among the Apostles, the second predicƟon of the passion, and the 
disciples failing to heal an epilepƟc boy. 
 

The TransfiguraƟon is a revelaƟon of hope and resurrecƟon, but also of suffering 
and the cross in our lives as a condiƟon of discipleship. The experience of sin, 
arguments, confusion, fighƟng for posiƟon and suffering are part of the process 
to profound spiritual experiences. Before Jesus starts on the road to Jerusalem, 
He gives Peter, James and John a glimpse of the fullness of the Kingdom, of His 
desƟny and theirs. Peter wants to make it a permanent present reality. But this 
preview of Heaven is to give them courage and strength, because they are about 
to face the Cross in real life. 
 

Jesus told them, “If anyone wants to be a follower of mine, let him renounce 
himself and take up their cross every day and follow me.” The cross is a reality in 
our lives. For some it will be large and enduring; for others it will be a burden 
from Ɵme to Ɵme. To live and be human involves suffering. We would prefer a 
pain-free, feel-good faith, spent in peak experiences without the Cross. We 
would rather take the bypass around Jerusalem and go straight for the 
resurrecƟon. But that is not Christ’s way and it is not the ChrisƟan way. We can’t 
avoid the cross without being unfaithful to Jesus. This journey with Him to Holy 
Week is our act of fidelity, and it is on this path that we find our salvaƟon. 
 

Last week, Jesus was tempted; He was offered physical comfort, poliƟcal power 
and spectacular displays of superiority. These are also very much our 
temptaƟons. Many desire a very comfortable life, poliƟcal power or displays of 
intelligence and social posiƟon. These are not necessarily bad things; it depends 
how we use them and how we work to accomplish them. And then there is 
failure, which is so much part of the Gospel and the disciples' experience. 
 

It is in the context of our life that God is to be found, in the reality of our joys and 
sorrows, successes, failures and sins. I invite 
us all to place this Gospel in the context of 
our lives. The cross in our life takes many 
forms. If we intenƟonally avoid the cross, the 
Word of God may well pass us by without 
changing us.
