EASTER 3 A Second Chance 

By the way the Apostles resumed daily business, it seems like nothing had really 
changed their lives. They had not yet understood that the Lord was truly risen. 
They needed a second chance, a revival as witnesses to the life, death and 
ResurrecƟon of Jesus. That is exactly what Jesus gives them. For us, too, Easter 
Sunday was a Ɵme of renewal in Christ and our faith was strengthened. Three 
weeks later, perhaps we are starƟng to run out of steam. 
 

In our Gospel today there are three remarkable moments that offer a second 
chance for both the Apostles and us: the meal, the mission, and dying for Christ. 
 

First, we don’t know what the Apostles talk about with Jesus at that meal. Surely 
it reminded them of many meals they shared with Him. Especially the Last 
Supper, when Jesus gave them not only the Priesthood, but a way for Him to 
remain with them and with us. During every Mass, the repeƟƟon of the Last 
Supper, we renew our union with Christ. The Lord speaks, teaches, joins us to 
each other around the altar as He gives us Himself again. We need the constant 
renewal that the Eucharist offers. Each Mass is always a second chance to 
remember and revive our love idenƟty as disciples and to renew our dedicaƟon 
to the Church. That’s what Jesus did for the Apostles and for us. 
 

Secondly, there is the giving of a mission. Jesus asks St. Peter three Ɵmes, “Do 
you love me?” as a chance to reverse Peter’s threefold denial. A wonderful 
forgiveness is happening, something Peter could not do for himself. AŌer he 
answers each Ɵme, “I do,” the Lord responds, “Feed..., tend my sheep.” A 
mission is given. To love for Christ would mean caring for the whole flock for the 
rest of his life. We are called to care for a porƟon of that flock, a parish, a family, 
children, a spouse, a friend, an aging parent, co-workers, those for whom the 
Lord is calling us to care now. Like St. Peter, we show our love for the Lord not by 
what we say, but by what we do. Jesus is saying to St. Peter and to us, “Show me 
how much you love Me.” That’s our bapƟsmal mission. 
 

Finally, there is the call to witness our faith. Jesus speaks to Peter about his 
death, “When you get older, another will lead you against your will.” In a 
polarized society like ours, we are called to speak to the value of human rights 
and the sacredness of life, to strengthen the family and to stand for human 
dignity. Each of us is called to give witness - maybe not at risk to our life - but at 
risk to popularity, friendships, posiƟon, vacaƟon Ɵme or career opportuniƟes. At 
the Mass, we are given a second chance to receive grace for witnessing to Him. 
 

The final truth about St. Peter and the Apostles is not their abandonment of the 
Lord, but that they were given a second chance and used it very well. Hopefully 
the final truth about us will not be found in our 
departures from the Lord, but in how we have 
used our giŌs of a second chance from Christ.
